What is a Business Rule?

It’s the rules that determine if a transaction is correct or not.  Every piece of information, (rate, rank, sex, NEC, DOB) of a transaction is called a data element.  Each data element has rules that must be followed.  Example:  DOB, Date of Birth   

The month in the DOB can only be numbers 01 through 12.  That’s the rule.  

The month is two positions long and it must be numeric. That’s the rule.

Usually, NSIPS input screens for DOB will provide a drop down window for the month to be selected from.  The drop down window contains only valid data options, 01 through 12.  As you input data into NSIPS the system will only allow input that meets the Business Rule format, two digits from 01 through 12. That’s the rule.

There are thousands of Business Rules in NSIPS.  Between drop down windows and Folio you can see most of the Business Rules applicable to what you are doing.
